Howard Langton Community Garden User Agreement – 2008

    The Howard Langton Community Garden is the property of the San Francisco Recreation and Parks Department.  Membership is open to all residents of San Francisco.  Community members are welcome to enjoy the garden for their personal use with the following understanding:

Membership:  Dues are paid annually in March.  The same fee of $35/year applies for all garden users  (i.e. plot holders, dog walkers, general members or any combination thereof).

Plot Assignments:  Plots are assigned on a first come, first served basis.  A waiting list is maintained.

Garden Maintenance:  All garden members are required to attend and participate in a minimum of two workdays per year, said workdays being held on the third Sunday of every month except December.  Should a member be unable to attend two workdays a year, it is said member’s responsibility to make alternate arrangements with the Garden Coordinator.  Pitching in on daily tasks such as sweeping, putting the trash out and weeding the borders is expected and appreciated by all.  Gardeners are responsible for keeping their plots and the paths around them clean and free of weeds and litter.  No garden user shall at any time weed or water another member’s plot without his or her express consent.

Plot Reassignment:  Plot holders who do not actively maintain their plots will have their plot reassigned to the next person on the waiting list.  If it appears that a plot is not being maintained, a 2-week notice will be placed in the plot.  If the plot is not attended during that period, the plot will be reassigned without further notice.  If a gardener is temporarily unable to attend his or her plot, s/he is responsible for making the necessary arrangements for its care.  Should the gardener wish to relinquish his or her plot, the Garden Coordinator should be notified.  Plots are not transferable.

Conduct:  

1. Garden users may not pick or harvest from other plots without permission.
2. Planting of noxious or potentially dangerous plants is prohibited.
3. Respect other gardeners’ work in borders and common areas.
4. Garden users are responsible for the conduct of their children, guests and dogs.  Dogs must be well behaved and socialized…Dog walkers are responsible as a group for ensuring that the garden is free of dog feces.
5. Members may not share the combination to the garden gate with nonmembers:  if you’re not sure whether someone asking for the combination is a member, DO NOT give it to them.
6. The garden must be kept locked when there are no members present.
7. Unacceptable behaviors will not be tolerated, including the following:  violence, sexual harassment, excessive consumptions of drugs and/or alcohol, sleeping in the garden and not cleaning up after your dog.
8. If a complaint is lodged with the Steering Committee the offender will be notified and placed on probation.  Further improper conduct will result in the loss of said gardener’s membership privileges, including access to the garden.
